A three-star Tosca at the 2024 Arena di Verona Opera Festival
The 'King of Tenors' confirms his loyalty to the Arena di Verona, with a special single-date performance, on 30 August, at Stikhina and Tézier’s debut in their respective roles. Tickets already available
It will be a special day. On Friday 30 August, Tosca will be staged on the Arena di Verona’s immense scene, with an exceptional cast. The female protagonist will be Elena Stikhina, one of today's most appreciated sopranos, ready to return to the Amphitheatre, backed by her successful and much applauded Arena debut last year. Jonas Kaufmann will take on the role of Mario Cavaradossi - painter, revolutionary and Tosca’s passionate lover. The tenor from Munich, demanded for this role all over the world, will perform it for the first time at the Arena, confirming his bond with Verona and the Fondazione Arena. The famous trio will be completed by baritone Ludovic Tézier, who will play the perfidious Baron Scarpia, chief of police, persecutor of revolutionaries like Cavaradossi, and burning with passion for the diva Floria Tosca - one of the most iconic antagonists in the entire operatic repertoire.
The 101st Opera Festival 2024 will see Hugo De Ana’s direction, sets design and costume design version of the Tosca. A production that combines powerful symbols, sumptuous traditional costumes, rapid scene changes and breathtaking effects. 
Elena Stkhina will perform in Verona during her dense international tour, which will see her perform the most important Verdi and Puccini roles as a spinto soprano, with forays into great titles by Wagner and Strauss, from Salzburg to New York. She debuted at the Arena during the 100th Festival, amidst public and critical acclaim. 
Jonas Kaufmann made his debut in the Amphitheatre back in 2021, with a triumphant gala that ended with seven encores - a success renewed last year in a completely new programme. It was not until 2022 that the Arena audience was able to see him on stage as Radamès, for a single performance of Aida. His performance in Tosca on 30 August will be an unmissable opportunity to see and hear the artist in one of his all-time iconic characters, much acclaimed from Munich to New York, from Zurich to Madrid, from Milan to London. 
Alongside them, French baritone Ludovic Tézier - which already played the role of Germont at the Arena in 2022, and as the applauded protagonist in the new production of Rigoletto in 2023 - will become the gallant villain for which he is sought after on all the world's major stages even in Verona for the first time.
